I feel that DRM is being used to covertly change the way consumers have ownership of a product. This has been clearly shown with sony's rootkit which they went further than needed to protect their content.

Had I a windows PC, I would have issued court proceedings for any modification or Damage.

Having a Linux PC I feel that DRM could create a Digital Divide which as DRM in use isn't licensed under open source I will be either

1) unable to play any content

2) I'll have to pay for a compatible DRM software

3) There won't be a legal player and I would have to install illegal software to view a product I legally purchased

DRM is causing compatibility issues, for instance the terminator 2 high definition section of the dvd requires an Internet connection to download the licence to view-no internet=no viewing.

It's unreasonable the way content providers are making perfectly good hardware obsolete-check out windows vista DRM and the next format DVD will require an *encryption* enabled display-DRM stealth costs

DRM is the bandage that the content industry are using because they have got caught with their pants down and the internet has given individuals the power to package the content as they want.

Example buy from Itunes and face DRM or buy on copy protected cd and disable auto play and do as you want with an unprotected cd-technically you haven't modified it or seen the licence agreement so your not breaking the law or just download on p2p and be careful of who you download from and zero risk and no filler that you don't want.

Fundamentally DRM is an annoyance and from my point of view I am happy to buy DRM free content that allows me the freedom I have always had to use it legally.

I believe that the copyright laws are clear as they stand and I feel that DRM restrictions encourage piracy, create compatibility issues and the content providers are in effect using this to provide less product and increase the price as partial ownership and limited copy or play are used.
