APMG INQUIRY  -  MASTS PLANNING

Following our telephone conversations last  month I attach written evidence from the Radiation Research Trust together with 5 short Appendices.   Trustee Eileen O’Connor has emailed you direct wit her statement (Appendix E).

We have liased closely with planners in urban Birmingham and rural East Devon.  Both areas personnel evoke the same challenges for Planning Officers and Councillors because the current guidelines are not working and there is a consequent lack of confidence pervading the Administration / Decision-takers (Councillors) and an increasingly sceptical public.

Trustee Eileen O’Connor would be a good oral witness as she has been heading negotiations in Birmingham areas with planners, protestors and phone companies.  Like myself she feels fresh guidelines and standard would  help clarify misconceptions.  The exclusion zones and certification of maximum permitted emissions suggested by ourselves have attractions for East Devon’s officers.

Dr Gerard Hyland, another Trustee is of course widely respected on the technical / academic side and could give oral evidence.

Dr Ian Gibson MP would like to have some role in the proceedings.  He has technical / research skills as well as experience of the Public / Council’s concerns as an MP.

My own contribution if asked would be on the need for transparency and collaboration on dealing with perceived EM pollution.  My background has been in ground-water contamination.
